New Social Service Payment System (SSPS) Objective Codes for Self-Directed Care Tracking

Information for:
Social Workers, Community Nurse Consultants and 

Case Managers

SHB 1880, Self-Directed Care, requires the department to develop a system of registering clients (and their providers) who are self-directing their care.  The department will accomplish this by establishing objective codes for the IP program through the SSPS system.  The objective codes will be added to current SSPS codes for COPES, MPC, and Chore Independent Providers only. 

If the client is self-directing his/her care, he/she must inform their case manager or social worker/CNC. The case manager/social worker/CNC will (1) obtain a copy of the physician treatment order from the client; (2) document self-direction in the CA; and (3) write a description of the tasks in the service plan.  The case manager/social worker/CNC will add an objective code to currently active DSHS 14/159 or when completing a DSHS 14-154, authorizing services to new clients.  The social worker, case manager or CNC will select the most appropriate objective code from those listed below.

The objective codes are:

a. Has no tx/med need (the client has no treatment/medical need to self-direct).

b. SDC - (the client wants to self-direct).

c. Has tx/med need - declines to SDC.

d. Has tx/med need met by other means (client's family or other informal support is meeting the need).

e. Has tx/med need - does not meet SDC criteria (client has guardian or unable to understand the treatment ordered).

The addition of objective codes is effective February 1, 2000.
