Substitute House Bill 1880 was signed into law May 14, 1999.  This law deals with the civil right of a person with a functional disability to direct routine health-related tasks in the person’s own home.   Some of the requirements of the law include:

· Registering Personal Aides – “Personal Aide” means – individuals who are working as an individual provider (IP) and who are performing self-directed care tasks.

· Documenting self-direction in the comprehensive assessment,

· A second registry of personal aides (IPs) who have substantiated findings of abuse, neglect, abandonment or financial exploitation.  An adult with a functional disability who self-directs his/her care falls under the vulnerable adult statute for mandated reporting requirements and protective provisions found in RCW 74.34 and SHB 1620.

· Responsibilities of the person with the disability self-directing his/her care. 

· University of Washington School of Nursing’s study of self-directed care implementation. 

Aging and Adult Services Administration will be developing training for staff to understand the implications of self-directed care.  AASA would like staff to send questions from the field about self-directed care.  Here are some examples of questions and answers around self-directed care:

· Who can self-direct their care?  An adult who is prevented by a functional disability from manually performing a routine health care task.

· In what settings can self-directed care occur?  In-home only.

· Which caregivers can be directed by the person with the disability? Personal Aides (Independent Providers) only, not agency providers.
