DDD/AASA PILOT TO JOINTLY FUND ETPs FOR DDD AFH RESIDENTS
AASA and DDD acknowledge that the limited funding available for ETP funding for DDD residents in adult family homes may result in DDD persons losing their AFH placement or being unable to find an AFH placement.  The AFH ETP dollars appropriated for DDD by the legislature for 97-99 have been exhausted while the need remains.

To meet this short-term need, DDD and AASA agree to jointly fund the most critical need DDD AFH residents for the remainder of FY’99.  Because we have agreed to jointly provide this funding, AASA and DDD Regional Offices will no longer need to negotiate AFH funding shares at the local level for DDD clients.

The purpose of this Pilot is to maintain the most at-risk AFH residents in their current placement or to provide AFH access to persons in critical need.

1. This funding will be for April, May, and June 1999.

2. The total expenditure agreed to is $100,000 ($50,000 each for DDD and AASA).

3. DD regions will use their DDD ETP dollars first.

4. DDD will fund these ETP AFH residents at the HCS AFH rates for levels 1,2, and 3.

5. Level 3 clients with additional ETP funding needs will be subject to the HCS AFH “Special Needs/Flexible Payment Rates Guidelines”.
