UPDATE TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF REVISED FUNDAMENTALS OF CAREGIVING TRAINING MB 03-08

This MB, and attached Cost Matrix, is to update and clarify policies and procedures regarding the implementation of the Revised Fundamentals of Caregiving (RFOC) training. Clarifications and changes are in bold.   

Basic Training

WAC 388-71-05917 references “basic training”.  Basic training is a broad term that includes Revised Fundamentals of Caregiving and approved alternative curricula that may be used by licensed boarding homes or licensed adult family homes.  For in-home caregivers, educators are required to use the department developed Revised Fundamentals of Caregiving.
SSPS Codes for Training Wages  

Authorize 28 hours for the Revised Fundamentals of Caregiving training using SSPS codes 4242, 4542, 4565, 5242, and 5259 for time spent in class.  For DDD, affected codes are 7118 and 7126.  Please refer to the note in the Additional Data section of the SSPS code. 

Translated Curriculumted Curriculum

Translated materials for the Revised FOC will not be available until later in 2003.

Until the translations are completed, please use the November 1999 translated materials (Student Workbook and Tests) for classes in Russian, Spanish, Chinese, Cambodian, Laotian, Korean and 

Vietnamese.  The tuition for the translated curriculum training will be paid at 22 hours.  Caregivers will be paid for time spent in class, including testing, a total of 22 hours.  

VideoVideo

Continue to use the existing video training dated 1998 for Fundamentals of Caregiving Training according to the 1999 video use guidelines.  Use the 1999 Fundamentals quizzes and skills testing for persons who take the video training.  Use of the video applies only to in-home providers and can only be obtained through an Area Agency on Aging office or their approved training entity.  The tuition for the video course will be paid at 22 hours.  Caregivers are paid for testing time only, a maximum of 3 hours.  Caregivers who fail the video course must take the 28 hour RFOC course to meet the training requirement.

RFOC Challenge TestRFOC Challenge Test

The Challenge test for the Revised Fundamentals of Caregiving is the same test that is given for the full 28 hour course.  The tuition for the RFOC Challenge test will be paid at 28 hours.  Caregivers are paid for testing time only, a maximum of 3 hours for the written test and skills evaluation.  If they fail the challenge test, caregivers must take RFOC classroom and pay their own tuition. Caregivers receive no payment for time spent in the RFOC class.

Modified FOC Self Study Challenge Test

There will no longer be a Challenge test for the Modified Fundamentals of Caregiving Self Study course.  Caregivers who fail the Modified Fundamentals of Caregiving Self Study course must take the 28 hour RFOC course to meet the training requirement.  

AAA Contract

The Statement of Work concerning caregiver training will be amended to reflect the changes mentioned in this MB.
